
 
London and Paris 

 
 
Day 1 
Journey to Europe. Board your overnight flight and arrive in London on the following morning.  

  
Day 2 
After checking into your hotel, see Big Ben, the British Parliament building, #10 
Downing Street, the Royal Horse Guards, and Trafalgar Square, the National Art 
Gallery and the historic St. Martins-in-the-Fields church. Later in the day, we will 
experience the excitement of Leicester Square. 
  

Day 3 
We begin our day by taking a tour of the ancient Tower of London and see England’s crown jewels. 
After lunch we will stop by the Tate Modern Art Museum and also tour famous British Museum. 
That evening we will return to see the Tower Bridge lit up at night and go for a Thames River walk. 
There will also be time for shopping at the open market of Covent Gardens. 
Opt to attend a hit Westend show! 

  
Day 4 
Today we will visit Westminster Abbey, one of London’s most famous landmarks. 
Then, go for a walk through the park and see the changing of the guards at 
Buckingham Palace. In the afternoon we will see St. Paul’s Cathedral and view 
Shakespeare’s Globe Theater.  
 

 
Day 5 
Early morning departure from London.  Our excursion will include Windsor to view the Queen’s 
residence, the Windsor Castle.  Take a tour or view the changing of the guard.  The afternoon will 
include stops in Oxford and a visit to the scenic village of Stratford-on-Avon.  Visit Shakespeare’s 
birthplace and burial place. Walk along the Avon River or take some time to shop along the 
cobblestone streets.  Return to London in the evening. 
 
Day 6 
Depart for Paris early in the morning.  After checking into our hotel we will visit the historic Notre 
Dame cathedral. Opt to climb to the top of the tower and explore the Parisian Archaeological 
Crypts. After our visit inside the cathedral we will the area of Les Halles for free time, shopping, 
and lunch. 
Afternoon tour of the Louvre and the Jardin des Tuileries. Spend the afternoon exploring this vast 
collection including the Mona Lisa, Venus de Milo and many other astounding works of art. 
 
Day 7 
In the morning we will head to the top of the Eiffel Tower for a panoramic view of the ‘City of 
Love’. Free time exploring the Tower and the youthful Trocadero. 



This afternoon we will visit Place de la Concorde and have lunch on the 
Avenue des Champs Elysees – the “triumphal way”. Later we will view 
Napoleon’s Arc de Triomphe and the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier. 
Evening visit to the Neo-Romanesque Sacre Couer cathedral and view Paris 
from above. Free time to mingle with the artists in the Montmartre.
